FLOWERS SECTION:              JUDGE’S COMMENTS

General Comments from 2010 Show:

1. Exhibitors should say whether collections are to be viewed from the front only

2. Should use narrow long neck bottles for displaying roses and other narrow necked flowers so that can be seen in an upright position.

3. The Judge first looks for freshness, no blemishes on flowers, cut, damaged or old flowers.

4. For “collections” prefers different varieties but at least different colours

5. For “mixed” it can be one variety but must consist of buds and open flowers.

6. When displaying a collection of flowers the Judge looks to see if the vase is 

the correct size and if there are any “holes” in the display.

7. “White Simplicity” is interpreted as a Simple collection with little or no leaves.

8. Likes open full roses.

9. Make sure the vase is large enough to accommodate the arrangement.

10. Prefers nice vases to glass jars.
